Famous monuments such as the church
Notre-Dame la Grande and Saint-Pierre
Cathedral attract thousands of tourists every
year to the city, which is situated on a hill
overlooking the Clain and Boivre rivers, making

As a major university centre, it also manages to
remain young and buzzing, transforming into a
vibrant hub thanks to its lively bars, trendy cafes
and funky clubs.
