While Cannstatt was already
populated in the Roman times, Stuttgart was
founded as a stud in the 10th century in a point
that had probably already been a settlement. In
1219, Stuttgart was declared a city by Hermann
V. von Baden. From the late 15th century,
Stuttgart was the duke's seat, while in 1806 it
became the capital of the Kingdom of
Wiirttemberg.

Nowadays, Stuttgart is the cultural and political
center of Baden-Wiirttemberg, but it also serves
as an industrial, trade-fair and financial city. A
big draw for visitors to Stuttgart is the

sensational Mercedes-Benz World as well as the

magnificent Porsche-Museum, where you can
discover the myth of those world-famous
premium cars. The traditional festivals of
Stuttgart also enjoy world-wide popularity. Come
and celebrate!
