Faro s train station connects the city with
the rest of the Algarve and Portugal. There
is also a well-developed bus network,
usually more efficient, for trips in the
region. In Faro itself, it is best to walk.

For longer trips it is better to negotiate the
price in advance as the driver has the right
to various surcharges for returning empty
if the taxi meter is used. Tips are not
obligatory but appreciated, even if small.
