With temperatures ranging from 35°C to a
steamy 100°C, these hot springs have been
creating an expanding landscape of terraces for
centuries, as calcium carbonate from the waters

crystallises into the soft gel of travertine.

Awarded UNESCO World Heritage status,
Hierapolis and Pamukkale offer a unique fusion
of cultural history and natural wonder that

should not be missed.
