With fewer than half a million people, the 'little big city' of Bratislava ranks
among Europe's most relaxed capitals since everything is in close vicinity or a
short walk away. Vienna (80km) and Budapest (200km) — are also reachable by
boat through the river Danube.

Today the historic places are witness to the rapid
development of the young Slovak Republic.

In spite of its exciting history, Bratislava is one of
the youngest capitals in the world and its
population is also very young. The modern
metropolis is open to Europe and to the world as
proved by the increasing number of foreign
visitors from many diverse countries. Palaces,
modern shopping, works of art by Slovak chefs
and brewers, friendly people and various

international cultural or sport events,

exhibitions, and business opportunities are the

reasons why it is worth of visit.

Bratislava has numerous coffee
shops and restaurants, offering international as
well as Slovak cuisine, including lively bars and

Passengers are required to buy a ticket in a
yellow ticket machine at a bus stop, at a
newspaper kiosk or at a DPB shop before getting
on board. Right after boarding the vehicle,
passengers must stamp their ticket in the
nearest stamping machine. A ticket that has not
been stamped is not valid.

Ticket inspection
A passenger who cannot provide a valid ticket to
the inspector will have to pay a fine in

accordance with the currently valid public
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transport code.

Short distance trips are
charged at minimum 4 EUR.
