Trendy outdoor
cafes and high-street shops live side-by-side with gorgeous Orthodox churches
and world-class art galleries in the old town, all overlooked by the imposing
Palace of Parliament.

Romanian legend tells that Bucharest was
founded on the banks of the Dambovita River by
a shepherd named Bucur, whose name means
joy'. By playing the flute, he amazed the people,
and his wine from nearby vineyards was very
popular among the local traders, who gave his

name to the place.

As one of Europe’s most up-and-coming
destinations, Bucharest has had to react quickly
to its newfound status. As a result, there is a
bevy of recently opened venues to eat, drink,
shop, club and sleep. Standards are high and
local residents have come to expect only the
best.

From Piata Universitatii, most sights of interest
are easily accessible. The nearby Calea Victoriei
is a great starting point for shopping. These two
landmarks constitute the central Bucharest area
where many of the most well-known restaurants
and bars are situated. Walking in this part of the
city is the best way to see Bucharest quickly, but
do not be afraid to venture further north, east
and west to discover many more treasures.

Union (EU) and European
Economic Area (EEA)
countries do not need a

visa to enter Romania,

only a valid ID. Many
other countries, including the United Kingdom,
United States, Canada, United Arab Emirates,
Australia, and New Zealand, benefit from
visa-free entry for short stays of up to 90 days
within a 180-day period.

Visitors from visa-exempt countries must hold a
valid passport and, starting in late 2025, will
need to apply for an ETIAS (European Travel
Information and Authorisation System)

authorisation online before travelling.

For those requiring a visa, such as travellers
from some Middle-East, African or Asian nations,
a Schengen visa must be obtained prior to
arrival. All travellers should ensure their
passport is valid for at least three months beyond
their intended stay.
