The people of Mechelen take pride in their more
than 300 listed buildings and four mentions on
the UNESCO world heritage list. The most
famous of these has to be St Rumbold’s Tower.
Count to 538 and you’ll have Mechelen at your
feet. The Skywalk at the top of the tower affords
breathtaking views. On the way up, you can stop
and catch your breath in six magnificent rooms
and admire from close to the tower clock and not
one, but two carillons. And with a spot of luck,
you’ll be able to exchange a few words with the
tower keeper. What better way to start your visit
to Mechelen!

The city centre boasts no fewer than eight
historic churches, each with an intimate but very
different interior. Stroll beneath Gothic arches,
admire paintings by Rubens and Van Dyck, and
in your mind’s eye reach out and caress the
baroque sculptures.

Tapestry-lovers the world over flock to

Mechelen, for the city is home to a world-famous

manufacturer. There are also family businesses
passed down from one generation to the next
and artisanal workshops which will open their
doors specially for you, welcoming you into an
authentic world where the master artist is your
guide! On the edge of the beguinage you’ll find
Het Anker brewery, where Gouden Carolus and
Maneblusser have been lovingly brewed for five
generations. Do as Charles V did in the sixteenth
century: allow the beer to roll over your tongue.

The reliefs above the
windows depict the scenes 'Earthly paradise' and
'The tree of knowledge of good and evil'. In the
middle is De Duiveltjes, The Little Devils, one of
the most beautiful wooden facades in the
country. We know that it used to be called De
Verloren Zoon, The Prodigal Son, because the

story is depicted above the front door. Enjoy the

You will immediately notice the two authentic
facades of 'De Waag' and 'De Steur'. De Steur
served as a warehouse, while the goods were
weighed in De Waag (‘Weighhouse').Another
striking building is the former guildhall of the
fishmongers, 'In den Grooten Zalm' - In the
Large Salmon. The 'Innehuysken' to the right of
'De Waag' is where the 'innegeld' - 'monies
received' - was paid, an early form of taxation.
The building was destroyed by fire in the 17th
century, but the fishmongers pulled together,
rebuilt it and renamed it 'De Kleine Zalm', 'The
Small Salmon'.

Belgium’s primary
international hub, lies 12
kilometres northeast of

Mechelen. The most efficient connection is the
direct train from the airport’s underground
station (accessible via lifts/escalators from
departures). The ride to Mechelen takes under
20 minutes, with frequent departures.

For road transport, licensed taxis, identifiable by
blue-and-yellow logos and ‘T” licence plates,
queue outside arrivals. Fixed fares to Mechelen
average €50-60 for the 25-minute journey.
Budget travellers can opt for DeLijn buses (stop
at level 0), though routes to Mechelen require
transfers.

Those continuing internationally will find FlixBus
coaches at the same level, serving major

European cities.

Passport & Visa

Citizens of European
Union (EU) and European
Economic Area (EEA)
countries do not need a

visa to enter Belgium,

only a valid ID. Many
other countries, including the United Kingdom,
United States, Canada, United Arab Emirates,
Australia, and New Zealand, benefit from
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visa-free entry for short stays of up to 90 days
within a 180-day period.

Visitors from visa-exempt countries must hold a
valid passport and, starting in late 2025, will
need to apply for an ETIAS (European Travel
Information and Authorisation System)

authorisation online before travelling.

For those requiring a visa, such as travellers
from some Middle-East, African or Asian nations,
a Schengen visa must be obtained prior to
arrival. All travellers should ensure their
passport is valid for at least three months beyond

their intended stay.

It takes just 15
minutes from the outskirts to the heart of the
city and you can enjoy the city along the way.

There are several places where you can rent a
bicycle in Mechelen. You would be well advised
to check in advance that the firm has bicycles
available. Bicycles cost about €10 a day to hire,
but the price varies greatly from one supplier to
another.

Mechelen lends itself perfectly to short bus
rides. There are even special cheap fares to
cover short journeys, a single ticket costing €3. A
day ticket, which allows you to use the bus as

many times as you like, costs €9, and a 3-day

pass is €18.

De Lijn operates regional and city buses. On the
regional lines, buses depart approximately once
an hour on the urban lines usually every fifteen

minutes. There is a reduced service at weekends

and during the school holidays.

Central Station is walking distance from the
Grote Markt, but buses do run between the two

locations.

solution. A TOV ticket enables you to combine
the bus and the taxi. You get €2 discount on the
taxi journey on presentation of your bus ticket.
Note that not all the taxi companies accept the
TOV ticket.

At Mechelen station you will find one or more
taxis at the taxi ranks near the station exit on
Koning Albertplein. There are also parking
places for taxis in other parts of the city, but you
will not necessarily find a taxi there. You might
do best to book a taxi with one of Mechelen’s taxi
companies.
