The water tower

been owned by the Poznan Church and it has
been the home of Poznan Episcopal Palace since
the 14th century. In its walls, in 1414, king
Wiadystaw Jagietto received Ulrich von Plauen -

the brother of a Prussian master, devoid of

power. In time, the sumptuous building had been
turned into a palace, which saw the death of
bishop Andrzej Bninski in 1479 and, in 1520, of
bishop Jan Lubranski, one of the most important
figures in the history of Poland during the

Renaissance period.
